      Cost of Match - $10 – includes cold bottled water Scores will be E-mailed to participants free [or by postal mail for $1] 
      We usually finish around 12:30 a.m. – 1 p.m.  Parking is very close by and on nicely-drained gravel.  
 
This is a small fun shoot that happens once a year, hosted by the Lake Fork Cowboys [not an official SASS™ club].    
It’s a great venue for newer shooters and gives experienced shooters the chance to shoot different types of targets, 
including some flying clays.  It’s also a great chance to introduce non-Cowboy shooters to Cowboy Action Shooting [CAS].  
Cowboy shooters, we ask that you please wear your cowboy/cowgirl garb.    Stages will not be difficult.  
Spectators and guests are welcome.  Ear protection & eye protection are required.
